T-BALL is for ages 5 and 6 year old.      MINOR is for ages 9 and 10 years of age.   
COACH PITCH is for ages 7 and 8 years of age.   MAJOR is for ages 11 and 12 years of age.   
 

The age of your child on April 30, 2010 determines what age group he/she plays in.

Coaching 
1.  Anyone interested in being a Head or Assistant Coach must go to NYAASPORTS.COM and Complete a 

Coaching Application and Sign Your Child up By January 24. 

2.  Head Coaches will be required to umpire 2 games behind the plate.  Either Scrimmage or Regular Season. 

3.  The NYAA will be conducting a Coaches and Umpiring Clinic this year.  Anyone interested in Head or Assistant 

Coaching will be strongly encouraged to attend these clinics.  However, by attending these clinics, it does not 

guarantee you a Coaching position.  All applicants will be notified via email when the clinic dates are set. 

4.  Coaches will be required to find at least 2 Sign Sponsors for their team.   

 
Practice and Playing Locations 
T-Ball, Coach Pitch will practice and play home games in the community the player’s parent circle on the 

registration form. 

Minor and Majors will practice and play home games at locations to be determined by the League Commissioner 

and Coaches.  No consideration will be given to which community a player resides in for Minors and Majors. 

 

All Stars 
1.  All Stars are separate from the regular season.  Your registration fee only guarantees participation during the 

regular season.   

2.  Any player chosen to the All Star Team will be required to pay an additional fee to participate.  All efforts will be 

made to find sponsors to offset the cost involved. 

3.  No player is guaranteed to be on an All Star Team.  This is a privilege that is earned. 

4.  There will be 3 All Star Divisions:  7&8    9&10    11&12.  They will be referred to by age not level. 

5.  All Players MUST try out for the Division their age requires. 

6.  Unless the Commissioner determines there is not a need for one, ALL Divisions will have a tryout. 

7.  The Commissioner reserves the right to choose who will Coach each All Star Division Team.
